THE SPICE MIX

1 teaspoon ground allspice

Y5 teaspoon cayenne pepper

1 teaspoon turmeric
1 teaspoon ground ginger
1 Y% teaspoon kosher salt
Wash the chicken pieces and dry
thoroughly with paper towels.
Place the chicken in a large bowl.
Combine the ingredients for the
spice mix in a small bowl.
Add the spice mix to the chicken
and, using a large spoon, toss well
to evenly coat the pieces.
Slightly crush the garlic, remove
the skin, chop it and add to the
chicken.
Cut the lime in half, squeeze the
juice into a small bowl, measure 2
teaspoons and add to chicken.

Toss the chicken pieces a second
time with a spoon and marinate for
15- 20 minutes in the refrigerator.
Lightly oil an ovenproof baking
dish large enough to hold all the
chicken and set aside.
Preheat the oven to 450 F.
Remove the chicken from the
refrigerator. Using tongs place the
chicken in a single layer in the
prepared baking dish.
Drizzle the oil over the chicken
and roll the pieces back and fourth
until they are evenly coated.
Place the chicken in the preheated
oven and bake for 15 minutes.
